Show & Tell
We have show & tell on either Monday/Tuesday every week.

Class Time
The first part of class is play/free time for the kids as we wait for everyone to arrive.
It’s the only time we spend playing with toys. We spend 30 minutes of our class time
with circle time where we spend time learning all basics such as colors, numbers,
seasons, shapes, days of the week, calendar, patterns, letters and more. We also have
show & tell, tumbling, dance, gym time, art, worksheets, snack, table time, reading,
music, science, and so much more.

Bathroom Time
Your child MUST be potty trained in order to attend school. ABSOLUTELY NO DIAPERS
OR PULL UPS. Our classroom is near multiple bathrooms. The children are allowed to
go whenever they need to. We have certain times we ask each child individually if they
need to go but if your child is one that gets distracted easily and forgets to go until
it’s too late let us know and we will remind them often.

We try to keep everyone informed as much as possible. You will receive monthly
newsletters letting you know upcoming information and reminders but please feel free
to ask us questions anytime you need to.

Late fees will occur if a payment has not been made by the 15th of each month.

Teachers
We take 15 kids per class. We have 2 to 3 teachers per class in order to keep the
teacher to student ratio small.
